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RULES AND REGULATIONS

HOLLYBROOK GOLF AND TENNIS CLUB CONDOMINIUM; INC.

The Rules and Regulations heretofore in effect and as herein revised are adopted, confirmed,
shall govern and are binding upon all it owners, their families, guests, invitees, servants,
lessees, and persons over whom they exercise control and supervision. The Board of Directors
of the Association shall continue to have the right to make additional Rules and Regulations as
may be required.

ARTICLE 1

CONDOMINIUM UNITS

OCCUPANCY. Each apartment shall be occupied solely as a private dwelling, and
for no other purpose whatsoever, including business purposes. Each owner shall be
responsible for maintaining his apartment in a clean and sanitary condition

LAWFUL USE. No immoral, improper, offensive or unlawful use shall be made of
the Condominium property, parcel or any part thereof and all laws. zoning ordinances
and regulation of all governmental bodies shall be observed. All persons shall
conduct themselves in a civil, courteous and friendly manner within Hollybrook
complex, with due regard for the rights of others to use and enjoy its facilities.

OBSTRUCTIONS. COMMON ELEMENTS - GOLF COURSES. The
walkways, entrances, halls, corridors, stairways and roads shall not be obstructed or
used for any purpose other than ingress 10 and egress from the apartments. No chairs,
Jounges, tables, benches, blankets or other articles shall be placed upon any common
elements or golf courses.

BICYCLES, STROLLERS, ETC. No bicycles, scooters, baby carriages or similar
vehicles or toys or any other personal article shall be allowed to stand in any of the
driveways, parking areas, stairs, halls, elevators, balconies, or other common areas of
the Condomunium. Parking of bicycles 1s permitted at ground level under stairwells.
In the Towers building, shopping carts are permitted under each ground level “A” and
“C” trash rooms, on floors 2 to 6.

NOISE - TILE SOUNDPROOFING - SPECIFICATIONS. No owner shall make

or perrit any noises that will disturb or annoy the occupants of any of the apartments, or do
or permit anything to be done which will interfere with the rights, comfort or convenience of
other owners. No unit owner may install any ceramic, marble or other floor tile of similar
character without obtaining prior written approval from the General Manager,
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and which will be in compliance with certain conditions and specifications relative to
soundproofing, which are deemed included herein and made a part hereof as filed with the
General Manager. All ground floor units are exempt from soundproofing rule.

6. WINDOW GUARDS - SCREENING REPLACEMENT. No awnings, window
guards, light reflective matenals, hurricane or storm shufters, or window ventilators,
window faps or window air condinoning devices shall be used in or about the
apartment except as shall have been approved by the Board of Directors. All glass
and screening replacement must be of original color and quality.

7. PATIO ENCLOSURE. No Owner or Lessee may alter or enclose an outside patio,
terrace or balcony extending from the owner’s apartment without obtaining the
appropriate municipal permits if required and prior written approval from the General
Manager, and which shall be in compliance with certain conditions, diagrams and
specifications which are deemed included herein and made a part hereof as filed with
the General Manager. This Rule is effective upon approval by the Board of Directors,
which will ratifv and confirm the motions as made and adopted on the 20™ day of
Februarv 1981.

8. WINDOW SIGN BALCONY USE. No sign, notice, advertisement or decoration
shall be inscribed or exposed on, at or from any window, balcony or other part of the
apartments, excepl such as shall have been approved in writing by the Board of
Directors, nor shall anything be projected out of any window in the apartments
without similar approval. No laundry (clothing) or other material may be hung or
exposed on balconies (patios) for purpose of drying or airing.

9. ASSOCIATION ACCESS TO UNIT AND KEY DEPOSIT.

A. The Association shall have the irrevocable right of access to each unit during
reasonable hours, when necessary for the maintenance, repair or replacement of any
common ¢lements or for making emergency repairs necessary to prevent damage to
the common elements or to another unit or untts. In order to make such access
available, each unit owner shall deposit one set of duplicate unit keys to his unit with
Hollybrook’s secunty department. Failure to comply with the foregoing shall
constitute a violation and in addition thereto shall constitute an assumption of risk by
the violating unit owner of any and all damage and/or injury resulting from the
necessity of forcible entry or damage to the common elements, any units affected or
the contents therein. AM 97]12/94

B. The Association may charge a jockout fee to any owner who is locked out of his
apartment and who requires the Association to furmsh access to his apartment,

provided no unit keys have been deposited with Hollybrook's Security Department.

C. Any unit owner who plans to leave his apartment vacant for more than 30 days must shut off

the unit’s water main located near the hot water heater.

10. INFLAMMABLES. No owner shall use, or permit to be brought into the apartments, any
inflammable oils or fluids such as gasoline, kerosene, naphtha or benzene, or other explosives or articles
deemed extra hazardous to life, limb or property. AM 9/14/94

11. OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITY. Unt owners shall be held responsible for the
actions of their lessees, occupants and guests.

12 COOKING OR GRILLING. Cooking or grilling shall not be permitted on any
terrace (patio). walkway, common elements or golf courses, excepl at the satellite
areas during authorized hours. AM  12/19/90

13. HURRICANE PROTECTION. Each unit owner who plans to be absent from his
apartment during the hurricane season, must prepare his unit prior to his departure by:

A. Removing all furniture, plants and other objects from his balcony (patio).

B. Designating a responsible firm or wdividual to care for his unit should the unit suffer
hurmcane damage, and furnishing the Association with the name of such firm or individual.
Prior approval of the Assoctanion is required for installation of hurricane shutters.

C. The installation, maintenance and replacement of hurncane shurters for a unit should conform
to and comply with the specifications which include, but are not limited to color, style and
other relevant factors on tie in the office of General Manager. Writien pror approval must
be obtained by the unit owrer before commencement of any such work aforementtoned.

14. HURRICANE SHUTTER SPECIFICATIONS. Broward County has adopted
minimum requirernents for hurricane protection that Owners may purchase and install. The
Board of Directors, by Condominium Law, may set standards as to stvle, color and design. The
General Manager or his designee prior to installation must approve all shutters and must be
notified upon completion for final inspection.

The following are the specifications approved for “permanent” type shutters that
unit owners may install on the apartment windows.

A. The roll up style for all floors or on all windows including end windows on buildings.
Accordion shutters are penmutted only on the catwalks on all units on or above the first floor.
All units are permitted to install accordion shutters on patio or baicony doors. All pernutted
hwmicane shutters and installations must be painted to the color scheme of the bulding or
white.

B. Onlv white roll up style shufters are permitted for patio or balcony installations. They
must be installed inside the existing screens.

C. The enclosure may not exceed the width or length of the window by 8 inches.

D. Window shutters may only be used in the event of an actual humcane warmning. Patio or
balcony shutters may be open or closed at any time.

E. Roll up style shutter enclosures on the front ot the building must be installed flush againsi the
ceiling of the catwalk or roof above the opening. Accordion shutters cannot protrude more than 8
nches from the wall ot the building

F. Uyt owners on the ground floor may use approved hurricane panels (o cover thetr windows
provided that they are put in place only in the event of a burricane watch or warning. The tracks
that hold the panels may be amached 1o the building on a permanent basis but must be in the
same color ot the building while the angle bars for hurricane panels must have all comers
rounded for safety and installed in accordance with good workmanship standards and ouly after
receiving approval of the General Manager.

G. Tne panels may not be stored 1n any common element areas but may be stored in
the individual storage bins or in apartments.

[H. Mauwtenance, repair and replacement of the shutters are the sole responsibility of the
unit owner.

15. EXTERIOR RESTRICTIONS. The exterior of the apartments and all other areas
appurtenant to an apartment shall not be painted, decorated, or modified by any
owmner in any manner without prior consent of the Board of Direclors.

16.  WINDOWS, BALCONIES - RESTRICTIONS. There shall be no shaking of
items from windows or balconies, nor shall any article be hung from the doors or
windows or placed upon the outside windowsills of the apartments. Each owner shall
keep such apartment in good state of preservation and cleanliness. No owner shall
sweep, throw or eject or permit to be swept, thrown or ejected, any dirt or other
substance, whether solid or liquid, from the doors windows or balconies of the
condominium unit.

17. SINKS, BASINS, TUBS. Toilets, sinks, basins, tubs and all other water apparatus in
the building shall not be used for any other purpose other than those for which they
were constructed. Any damage in lines or other apartments resulting from use of any
water closets or other apparatus shall be paid for by the owner 1n whose aparument it
shall have been caused or onginated.

18. RADIO, T.V. ANTENNA. No radio, television aertal or antenna, shall be attached
to, or hung from, the exterior of the apartments or the roof thereon.

19.  UNIT OWNERS’ RESPONSIBILITY. Any damage 1o the buildings, recreational

facilities or other common areas or equipment caused by any restdent or guests, shall
be repatred at the expense of the condomunium. unit owner.
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20,  WASTE REMOVAL. A unit owner, at his’her own expense shall cause to be
removed all waste material and rubbish from Hollybrook as a result of any work done
in or about such owner’s unit. Failure to comply shall be deemed to authorize the
Association to do so, and to impose the entire cost of such removal upon the unit
owner. Additionally, said unit owner shall be lhable to the Association for anv
damage or disfigurement to the common elements including, but not limited to the
catwalk, flowerbeds, shrubs, etc. by any contraclor or employee of said wt owner.

21. LAUNDRY. Laundry facilities shall be used only tor washing and drying of clothes.
Hanging of laundry is prohibited therein.

22. CONTRACTORS. Unit Owners are responsible for all actions by Contractors or
Individuals hired to work on their units. They are to insure that these individuals will follow
all Rules, Regulations, and Policies of Hollybrook. The Unit Owner will also be responsible
for al. damages to common property and will insure clean up. Failure of Unit Owner to
insure compliance will result in an automatic fine and payment for damages to Hollybrook
property.

A) NOTIFICATION. Unit Owner must nonify the General Manager and
obtain approval for all work done which exceeds $499.00. Resident will be required
to submit plans and all applicable permits.

B) INSURANCE. Contractors are requred to carry hability insurance
and Workmen Compensation, when applicable and to supply the General Manager
with Certificate of Insurance.

0) CONTRACTORS USE OF COMMON PROPERTY. Contractor
may not use Hollybrook's Laundry Room, Compactor, Dumpsters, or any other
common property without writlen permission of the General Manager.

D) NOISE. Installation, demolition, hammenng, sawing or any other
noise producing work can occur only between the hours of 9:00 AM and 6:00 PM.
Set up may begin after 8:00 AM and clean up may continue until 7:30 PM. Quiet jobs
such as painting and wall papering may start at 8:00 AM and continue until 8:00 PM,

E) EXCEPTIONS. Emergency repairs are the only exception to the
Contractor work rules.

F) UNAUTHORIZED IMPROVEMENTS. The Umt owner will be
required to reimburse the Association for all costs incurred by the Association
to remove any unauthorized alteration, improvement, or addition installed by
the Unit Owner. Said costs shall be secured by a lien against the Unit.

Nothing contained herein shall modify Section 20 of this Article, which continues to be
applicable.
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23. WASHERS AND DRYERS.  All existing Washer/Dryers and any fuure Washer/Dryers
nstalled must be in compliance with applicable City, County. State, and Federal codes and
receive Board approval and/or unit owner approval as mandated by our documents. Any and all
costs incurred in complying with this standard will be at the unit owner's expense

24. WASTE DISPOSAL: Resident unit owners who need to dispose of large items soch as furniture,
appliances, etc. musl call the Hollybrook Mawmienance Offtce 10 make an appointment to bring
the waste down to the maintenance yard This appointment must be made at least one day iv
advance and can only be befween 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday through Fnday. A unit
owner occupant will be allowed 10 dump construction debris from their own residence that is
created by a do it yoursell project, as long as the debris fits in a bar coded vehicle. 04/11/07

25. UNITS VACANT FOR MORE THAN 30 DAYS: Any uait that will be vacant for a period of
more than 30 consecutive days shall be required 10 be monitored by a person of the unit owner’s
choice The name and telephone pumber of the person responsible for monitoring the unit must
be tiled with the Records Office. This information will be maintained in the unit owner’s file.
There shall be no exceptions to this rule.
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ARTICLE II

VEHICLES, TRAFFIC & PARKING RULES AND REGULATIONS

PASSENGER VEHICLES.

A_ All vehicles shall be parked so as not to impede or prevent ready access to the parking space
of apy other unit owner or lessee.

B. All parking regulations shall be complied with.

C. No vehicle shall be parked 1n Hollybrook for more than 48 hours if it:
1) Has an expired license tag.
2) Can not operate on it’s own power.
3) No vehicle shall be put in “dead storage” or be put up on blocks or otherwise
stored in Hollybrook.

The owner of any such vehicle shal) be given a 10 day written notice, by certified
mail, return receipt requested, (a copy of said notice to be sent by ordinary mail). that
said vehicle must be removed from Hollybrook's grounds by a date set forth in said
notice.

If such vehicle has not been removed from Hollybrook's grounds within the time set
forth in the notice, an automatic fine of $25.00 per day shall be levied against the
owner of said vehicle, (not 10 exceed a total of $1,000 1n aggregate) until said vehicle
has been removed.

D. No auto repairs or car washing shail be done io any parking space. No unit owner, lessee or
guest shall park any motor velucte which s fully or partially covered with a tarpaulin or any
other material, on any roadway, parking space or area within Hollybrook. The Association
through its General Manager is hereby authorized to have any such covering removed.

E. Parking spaces are for passenger vehicles only. Overnight parking by any of the following
vehicles 1s prohibited:

1) Open body pick-up trucks or pick-up trucks modified in any way,

2) Panel trucks (inclading Econoline Vans),

3) Recreational Vehicles (RV's) or motor homes,

4) Campers,

5) Motorcycles,

6) Vehicles with trailers attached,

7) Detached trailers,

8) Amy vehicle with any form of adverusing or other identification attached

thereto or painted thereon, with the exception of any passenger vehicle 1ssved to

an employee of the City, County, State or Federal Government.

9) Boats or boat trailers.
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Except as herein otherwise specifically provided, if any vebicle described in Sec. 1 (o
through i). shall park overmight in Hollybrook, an automatic fine of $50.00 per night
shall be levied against the owner of said vehicle, (not to exceed a total of $1.000 in
aggregate) urlil said vehicle has been removed.

F. All parking of vehicles shall be head-in only.

G Numbered parking spaces are assigned to unit owners and reserved for residents or lessees.
Second cars of residents, lessees, guests, visitors, ete. must be parked in guest spaces.

H. Parking spaces may be exchanged by mutual consent of umt owners provided Association
forms are executed by the respective parties and filed with the Association,

1. No vehicle is permified to park overmght in either the Clubhouse parking lot or the
Administranon Buliding parking lot. Any vehicle found parked at 5.00 A.M. on any given day
will be deemed to have parked overmight.

2. AUTHORIZED VEHICLES.

A A vehicle, which meets the following maximum dunensions and description:

Height — no higher than 76” measured from the ground to highest part of
vehicle, including factory or after market add-on.

Width ~ no wider than 8§07,

Length — no longer than 2227,

Windows — all around the vehicle,

All measurements of, Height, Length and Width will be obtained from the Manufactures
Specification sheet.”

“Speciul parking permits may be issued for factory vehicles that are registered as a
“Passenger Vehicle” but exceeds the above size specifications. The issnance of these
special permits will be by the Executive Board and a specified parking spot away from
the building will be designated. The General Manager will reassign the Unit's
assigned parking spot during the period that the “Special Permit” is in effect.”

Thus vehicle shall be deemed an authonzed vehicle entitled to the vse of parking
space within the Hollybrook complex as provided for herein.

B. No trucks, Recreational Vehicles. Campers, commercial vehicles or other type of vehicle,
not authonized by this Arucle shall be permitted 10 enter Hollybrook before 7:00 A M. or
after 10:00 P.M Any Commercial Vehicle not actually used for work, within the confines of
Hollybrook, will be Jimited to a maximum of two (2) hours parking during the allowable time
as stated in this seclion.

C. Loading or unloading of any vehicle, including but not linited to moving vans, trucks or
trailers, is not permitted before 7:00 A.M. or after 10:00 P.M.
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Viotalion of this provision shall subject the unit owner or lessee responsible for such
violation to an automatic fine ot $100.00 for each violation, (not to exceed a total of
$1,000 in aggregate),

(by way of example only: if a moving van begins unloading after 10:00 P.M. and then
continues before 7:00 A.M., each such event shall be considered a separate violation
of this section.)

D. The following transportation vehicles cannot utilize the common property of
Hollybrook: Motorized:
Bicycles
Scooters
Roller boards and Skates
Golf Carts {except those used on the Golf Course and maintenance
carts)
Any means of transportation that has been altered or modified to include a motor.

BUS TRANSPORTATION, PARKING, PICK UP & DISCHARGE OF
PASSENGERS

. Buses coming into Hollvbrook to pick up or discharge passengers wll park only in

such area or areas as shall be designated by Hollybrook's General Manager. All
organizations, clubs or groups using bus transportation shall be responsible for
complying with this rute.

B. No Bollybrook group, club or organization, or any travel agen{, shall request permission,
grant permission, allow or authorize, in any maaner, a non resident of Hollybrook to enter
Hollybrook and park a vehicle in either the Clubhouse parking lot or the Admjnistration Building
parking lot for the purpose of joining such group, club or organization on any trip departing from
Hollybrook.

C. At least 48 hours prior to date of any bus wip, all Hollybrook groups, clubs or organizations
must notify the General Manager's office, through their organization representative, in winting,
with appropriate information concerning such mp.

. A representative named by every group, club or organization shail be responsible for

all luggage, if any, which shall be left at the designated area only. Loading and
unloading of such luggage shall be under the dureclion and care of said
organization representative.

HANDICAPPED PARKING

A. Any person who parks a vehicle in any Hollybrook parking space designated and
marked for physically disabled persons, 1s guilty of a violation punushable by a fine of
$250.00 (as set forth in Article XI of the By-laws), unless such vehicle displays a
parking permit or license plate issued to a handicapped or disabled person by any
State agency.
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B. All such vehicles must be operated by the person eligible for such license plate or parking
permit. However, a person chauffeuring a disabled person may stop to pick up er discharge a
handicapped person at such a parking space.

C. Such parking spaces are not to be vsed for any other purpose, ncluding, but not himited 1o
overgight parking.

D. Parking a vehicle in a space reserved for the handicapped in order to enable either
the operator and/or the occupant of such vehicle to leave Hollybrook for any Jength of
time, or to engage in a golf or tenms game shall consutute a violation of these rules
and shall be punishable by a fine to be determined by the Rules Enforcement
Comumjttee.

E These provisions may also be enforced by State. County, and Municipal authorities within the
Hollybrook complex n the same manner as parking laws and ordinances are enforced on public
property.

S. SECURITY AND TRAFKIC

A. Blowing of a horn for any reason other than to warn a pedesirian of an approaching vehicle is
prohibited.

B All posted traffic signs (speed limiy stop signs, etc.) must be obeved by all drivers in
Hollybrook.

C Any driver ciied for a traffic violation, 1n lieu of a hearning, may pay a fine of $20.00 withio
10 days after date of the citauon, or may request a hearing before the Rules Enforcement

Comymittee
D. Nothing herein conmained however shall prevent or prohbit the Rules Fnforcement
Committee from refusing 1o accept such payment and require the appearance of the cied party

for a hearing.

6. SECURITY PERSONNEL. Security Personnel in carrying out their duties shall not
be maligned or harassed. Security complaints must be placed wmn writing and filed
with the General Manager.

7. SECURITY ENTRANCE PROCEDURES.

A. Gate “A” entrance — phone #431-4205 will be attended 24 hours a day seven davs
a week.

|. The extreme right Jane is for remote control operators.

2. The left entrance lane is for deliveries, guests, visitor, trades people, and
residents who do not have gate operung devices.

GUESTS aund VISITORS. All residents and _essees must advise the Guardhouse of
any and all anticipated visitors or delivenes by calling the Guardhouse.

CARE GIVERS AND MAIDS. All ades, homemakers, maids and allied
professions who deal in the care of legal occupants must obtain a pass from the
Security Committee. This renewable pass expires every six (6) months.

GATE ‘B’. Gate “B” entrance will be open and attended from 7:00 A.M. to 7:00
P M. Monday through Saturday and 9:30 A.M to 5:00 P.M on Sunday. or such other
hours as may be designated by the Board of Directors. Entrance through Gate “B”
will be permitted by display of Hollybrook Decal Bar Code on dniver’s side rear
window. (Amended 5/9/07)

VEHICLE SIGNS. No approved passenger vehicle may display any printed matter,
signs, advertisement or commercial advertisement.

BAR CODE GATE OPENERS

A. The issuance of decals and remote gate openers shall be vested in the Security Committee on
behalf of the Board of Admunistration.

B. Bar Code gate openers shall be issued only 1if the unit 1s current n 1ts {inancial obligations to
the condominium and upon presentation of the following: following:

I, Current identification card
. Current driver’s license
. Current registration for the specific velucle.

(PSR D]

C. Ata charge to be determined by the Board of Administration, The Security Commitiee shall
issue one (1) Bar Code gate opener for a specific vehicle that meets all the standards of this
Asncle.

D The number of Bar Codes that may be issued per condomwniom wnit shall be controlled by
occupancy provisions of Article X1 of the Declaration of Condominium, (no more than 4 persons
may occupy a 2 bedroom apartment and no more than 3 persons may occupy a 1 bedroom
apartment).

E. All vehicles, currently owned or leased, and pemmitted to park in Hollybrook, shall be
required to register or re-register said vehicle with Security. Whenever a vehicle is replaced, sad
new vehicle must be registered with Security and a new Bar Code obtained.

F. A remote gate opener may be deactivated for one or more of the following reasons:

An owner has reated his/her unit.

A lease has expired.

A unit owner is not in good standing.

A unut has been sold or transferred.

A unit owner has loaned or given a Bar Code opener to a third party.

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6. Has jeopardized the security of Hollybrook by its use.
7. Has failed to register or re-register a lawful vehicle.

G. No resident unit owner, legal occupant, or lessee shall operate or park any vehicle on any
roadway or parking area within the Hollybrook complex unless such vehicle has affined to the
dnver’s side of the rear window the appropriate colored and numbered Bar Code issued by the
Association. Amended 9-08-04

H. All other legal occupants of a Hollybrook unit who shall obiain a Bar Code at a cost set under
the Fee structure of this Article.

1. No Bar Code will be issued unless the operator ol such vehicle shall have a valid driver’s
license and the vehicie shall have a current auto tag.

J. No Bar Code gate opener will be issued unless the registration or lease 15 in the vehicle
owner’s name with the exception of a leased or rental agreement. In these cases the agreement or
lease must be in the residence’s name.

Company or corporate cars issued to employees must conform to all vehicle rules contained in
thus article. The operator of said vehicle must have a corporate resolution or letter from a director
of that company stating the terms, ¢onditions, and operator of such vehicle.

Non-payment of any hine or assessment levied against a unit owner, lessee, occupant or other
violator of the rules and regulations set forth herein will be dealt with as follows:

{. In according with Florida statutes regarding the collection of fines.

2. The Bar Code opener(s) of any unit owner, lessee or Jawful occupant who fails or refuses
to pay any fine levied by the Rules Enforcement Committee, shall be deactivaled ontil
such fine shall have been paid in full.

Nothing herein contained shall prevent or prohibit said unit owner, lessee or lawful
occupant from gaining access to Hollybrook or to his/her unit.

13. VISITOR'S PASS

A. Daily. All guests, visitor and trade people must enter only through the gate “A” entrance and
obtain a Guest Pass at the guardhouse. The pass must be displayed on the left side of the front
dashboard of the vehicle while in Hollybrook for the penod authorized. Parking is permitted
only in guest parking areas.

B. Monthly. The Security Commitiee is authorized to 1ssue a pass for a period nol to exceed 30
days, which is an extension of the daily pass.

C. Family Member. An occupant may obtain a Bar Code for a family member if that
family member resides in Miami-Dade, Broward, or Palm Beach counties, is a
frequent visitor, and will be subject to applicable fees. A copy of the guest’s
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driver’s license and registratton will be placed in the owner’s file and recorded in owner's

profile.

14. BICYCLES. All residents who own and operate a bicycle or tricycle on any roadway withia the
Hollybrook complex must register and affix the supplied decal to its frame. The issuance of said
numbered decal is vested in the Security Committee.

16. TOWING

A An occupant who owns a Hollybrook registered vehicle may obtain a Bar Code
at no charge with the exchange of a Programmed, Black.

A The person seeking approval has been convicted of a felony involving (a)
violence (o persons or property, (b) sale, distribution or use of controlled
substances, (¢) a felony demonstrating dishonesty or moral turpitude, or (d) has
been charged with any such felonies and was not acquitled or the charges were
not dropped.

B. The person seeking approval has a record of financial irresponsibihty,
including, without limilation, prior bankruptcies, foreclosures or bad debts. A
prospective purchaser must be able to provide evidence of annual income of not
less than ten (10) times the annual maintenance assessment for the subject unn,
or a nel worth of not less than $250 000.00, or aliernative evidence of financial
means acceptable to the Association,

C. The application for approval, on its face, indicates that the person seeking
approval intends to conduct himself in a manner inconsistent with the covenants
and restnctions applicable to the condominium.

D. The personal seeking approval has a history of disruptive behavior or
disregard for the nghts and property of others, as evidenced by his/her conduct n
other social organizations or associations, or by his/her conduct in this

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ARTICLE V

RESIDENT REGISTRATION PROCESS
PHOTO IDENTIFICATION CARDS

Every person residing in Hollybrook must register with the Records Office. Residency is
defined as any stay in Hollybrook in excess of thurty (30) days in any contiguous vear,

There are four (4) categories of residency in Hollybrook:

Owmer: an individual whose name appears on a warranty deed and the legally married spouse
of that individual.

Lessee: an individual who is named on a lease.

Non-owner resident: an individval who resides with a unit owner on a pernimanent basis. A
non-owner resident must have a Florida issued drivers license indicating the Hollybrook
address as his/her permanent residence.

Non-owner guest: an individual who resides in Hollvbrook but does not meer the
qualifications of an owner, a lessee or a non-owner resident.

Owners, lessees as defined above, shall be eligible for unit owner amenities and shall be
considered members of Hollybrook Golf and Tennis Club. Non-owner residents shall be
entitled to a golf rate as prescnibed by the Board of Directors in ARTICLE III. Non-owner
guests must pay the full guest fee.

1. ID CARD. Each resident will be issued, al a charge specified by the Board of
Administration, a Photo Identification Card. Authonty to issue such cards is vested in the
Records Office. No card will be issued to any person who is not in good standing with
respect to any Document Rules or charges due Hollvbrook Golf and Tenmis Condominium
Corporation.

A. White Card. To a deeded owner and his or her spouse or to the President of a
Corporation and his or her spouse if the unit is in the name of a Corporation. The
card shall expire three years from the date of issuance and will be valid only during
that person’s ownership of the designated umi. The charge for this card shall be
$10.00 for each card. There shall be no charge for renewals.

B. Yellow Card. To a non-owner resident who resides in the apartment and has no other legal
address except that of the unit owner. The card shall expire three years from date of issuance..
The charge for this card shall be $10.00 for each card. There will be no charge upon renewal.

C. Blue Card. To all those named on the lease. The card shall expire yearly during

the month of July or at the end of the lease whichever is first. The charge for this
card and all renewals shall be $10.00 for each card.
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D. Gray Card: non-owner guest. The charge for this card shall be $10.00. The card shal)
expire three years from the date of 1ssuance. There will be no charge for renewals. 1t is to be
used for dentification purposes only. Non-owner guests are not eligibile for unit owner
amenities.

E. Red Card. Reserved for employees of Hollybrook.
E. All replacement cards due to loss by resident shall be charged $10.00.

G. ldentification cards are not transferable and may be used only by the person to whom it
was issued.

H. Multiple Ownership. In the case of multiple ownership of a unit no more ID cards shall
be issued per apartmenl unit that that allowed by Asticle XI of the Declaration of
Condominuum. 1t states that no more than 4 persons imay occupy a 2-bedroom apartment and
no more than 3 may occupy a 1-bedroom apartment. No change may be made more often
than once in any six-month period. A request for such change must be made in writing and
carry the signatures of those requesting the change and those receiving the new 1D cards.

. Simultaneous Possession. Nothing contained berein shall prevent an owner who has
rented their apartment unil from entering Hollybrook. They may continue to use their

decal and 1d card. However, in order for the unit owner to retain his/ber golf privileges
during the rental period, the lease must contain a clause that states thai the tenant(s) are
waiving their rights to play golf.

J. 1f a unil is in the name of a corporation or other business entity, the President of the
corporation, or senior officer of the business entity, or the first named person on the deed, as
the case may be, shall be deemed to be the person to occupy (together with family) the
premises.

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ARTICLE VI

PETS AND ANIMALS

1. PETS. RESTRICTIONS. No pets shall be allowed 10 be kept on the Condominum premises excepling
only that a umit owner may have one (1) domestic cat or one ()) dog, providing that the dog when fuli grown
shall nol weigh in excess of fificen (J5) pounds. (2) birds at a time, which birds shall be either parakeets or
canaries or domestic birds of that size. Under no circumstance may more than one dog be kept in a unit ay anv
one time. No pet shall be permirted in any of the public buildings of the Condominium property. The owner
shall indemnify the Association and hold it harmless against any loss or liability of any kind or characier
whatsoever arising from, or growing out of, the owner having an anumal or bird in the Hollybrook Golf and
Tennis Club premises. Added 4/11/01 & Rev 3/10/10

A. RENTERS may not house a pet of any type without the express written consent of the Unijt
Owner, a copy of which shall be delivered to the Records Office upon the execution of the lease.

B. REGISTRATION All dogs and cals must be vaccinated and licensed when reaching legal age as
per Broward County law and said document filed with the Records Office and the Animal Conirol
Office of Hollybrook within 30 days of arriva) in Hollybrook and_must wear the 1ag issued by
Hollvbrook, at all times. Adopt. 6/11/03

2. STRAY ANIMALS. All persons are prohibited from feeding or giving food to any animal, waterfowl,
domestic or otherwise on the condominium property or any pari thereof, other than in the wiit of the owaer or a
person in possession or control of the animal. Violators will be subject to a fine or other such penalty as may be
delermined by the Rules Enforcement Commitiee.

3. PET WASTE. It shall be unlawful for any person who is Lhe owner, or is W possession or control of any
animal, to permit such animal to eliminate any feces upon any of the common areas in Hollybrook, including
but not limited to roads, parking lots and medians not designated as a dog walk, unless such person shall
immediately thereafter remove and clean-up such matter from such area.

A. Off Premises. Whenever any animal is off the premises of its owner, or the person baving
possession of such animal, such person must have in his/her possession a utensil device or
implement sufficient for the removal and clean-up of anumal waste, together with a suitable bag or
cou:ainer for deposit thereof and its removal to a svitable place of disposal. Failure to have such
utensil, device or implement, and bag or contawner n such person’s possession at such rimes shall
be a violation of this Section and punishable in accordance with the penalties provided for by the
By-laws of the Association.

B. The walking of dogs in the following areas is strictly prohibited: anywhere on the P.G.A. or Par 3
Golf Course, the Tennis Courts, any and all paved parking areas, or in and around any swimming
pool and barbecue areas. Violalors may be fined.

C.  Alldogs must be on a leash at a)} times when outside of owner’s unit. {(Amended 5/9/07)
4. ANIMAL CONTROL OFEFICE. Shall be responsible for the registration of all dogs and cais in
Hollybrook. The office shall maintain records of all pets and their owner's address. This office shall also bandle

all complaints by residents that are related to any pet in Hollybrook and make recommendations, when
appropniate, to the Rules Enforcement Committee for hearwngs and/or fines,
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ARTICLE VII
MISCELLANEOUS

1. GARBAGE. Al! garbage must be placed in a tied plastic bag. Such garbage bags ang all
other refuse and trash shall be deposited in compactors or dumpsters.

2. EMPLOYEES. No owner shall request or cause any employee of the Association (o do
any private work for the owner, or the Condominium Association, except as shall have been
approved 1n wnting by the General Manager.

3. COMPLAINTS - MANAGEMENT. Complaints regarding the management of the
complex shall be made in writing to the Association or designated commuttee. They shall be
specific and signed by the complainant.

4. COMPLAINTS - UNIT OWNERS. Complaints regarding actions or responsibilities of
owners must be made in writing to the Chairman, Rules Enforcement Commniittee. They must
be specific (date, nme, place. names of witnesses, etc.) and signed by the complainant.

S. PLANTINGS. Individual unit ovwner planting and landscaping. The following
restrictions shall apply for all personal unit owner plantings:

A. No planting in common areas other than in rear of buildings.. Plantings for
individual patio areas shall extend in an area of not more than 14 feet in length and 5
feet wide in Phases 1, 2, 3. 4. 5 and the Towers and not more than 23 feet in length
and 5 feet wide in Phase 6.

B. Shrubs and bulbs only. No trees or vines. Bushes not to exceed 5 feet in height.
All those plantings must be maintained in a neat and orderly fashion by the unit

oOwWner.

C. Planting will be allowed only where existing wrigation will suffice. No new
irrigation wall be installed for personal planting.

D. Plants must not restrict urigation from reaching any other areas.

E. Planting may not be so located as to cover any proximity of adjacent apartments
or to impede, impair or inconvenience any other unit owner’s apartment.

F. All plantings shali be the sole responsibility of the owner of the unit at which the
plantings are located.

G. All plants must be authorized as to type by the office of the General Manager so

as to determine disease carrying (ypes, root system growth, adult height, ecological
compatibility, efc.
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6. SMOKING. Hollybrook is a smoke free environment. Smoking is not permited indoors
i any of the common property. This shall include but not limited to: The Restaurant,
Lounge. Rest Rooms, Golf Locker Rooms, Pro Shop, Card Rooms, Recreation Room, Social
Hall, Administration Building including offices and lobby, Billiard Room, Arts and Crafts,
Photo, Dark Room, Conference Room, Exercise Room, Playhouse or any part therein, all
Toilets or Rest Rooms, and aony enclosed indoor areas used by owr residents, inchiding:
Elevators, Laundry, and Compactor rooms.

7. AMENDMENTS. Amendments or additions to these Rules and Regulations as approved
by the Board of Directors shall be published in one (1) issue of the VOICE OF
HOLLYBROOK ang will also be posted on all Bulletin Boards. This shall constitute notice
to the Unit Owner(s).

8. TOPLESS. No person 1s permutied to be topless on the comumon areas of Hollybrook,

excepl at the ymmediate swimming pool areas. This rule includes, but 1s not limited to

9. BICYCLE RIDING. Bicycle riders on all roadways must ride on the right side of the
road 1n the same direction as the flow of traffic. For night riding, bicycles must be equipped
with front and rear Jights or have reflectors on front and rear wheels and pedals. Riders to
abide by all iraffic regulations set forth o documents.

10. EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. There shall be an Executive Committee of the Board of
Administration, whuich shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary,
Treasurer, Financial Secretary, and one (1) elected member from the Board of Directors to be
appointed by the President. The Committee shall have and may exercise the authonty, as
hereinafter hmited, to insure continuous managemment and supervision of Hollybrook between
meetings of the Board of Administration to:

A. Perform all acts and functions during any emergency, as defined as a sudden
urgent unforeseen occurrence requiring immediate action, in Hollybrook, which the
Board of Administration itself imught do or perform, and such acts shall be reported to
the Board at its next meeting.

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I1. FIREWORKS. l1 is uniawful for any person to possess, store, offer for sale, expose for
sale, sell. use or explode any fireworks on Hollybrook s condominium property or within any
unit thereof.

A. The term “fireworks” shall mean and include any explosive or combustible composition, or
any substance or combination of substances or asticles prepared for the purpose of producing a
visible or audible effect bv combustion, explosion, deflagration, or detonation, tncluding
detonation, mcluding blank cartridges, toy pistols, 10y cannons, toy canes, or toy guns ia which
explosives are vsed.

12. BULLETIN BOARDS. The Cork Bulletin Boards attached to each bwlding and
satelhite are for use only by Hollybrook, its Phases, Tower, and Hollybrook organizations, 1o
announce 1ts meetings and functions. No other entity or person shall affix or attach material
of any kind or description to said Boards unless prior approval and authorization to do so has
been obtatned from the Vice- President of Hollybrook.

A. All organizations. and such other entities or persons who have received approval
10 post, shall attach or affix no more than one piece of material at any one time (o any
Bulletin Board. Srtaples shall not be used to matenal. The size of such matenal shal)
be 5-1/2 x 8-1/2 only.

B. Any wiolations of the foregoing shall authorize |'he Executive Committee to cause
such materal to be removed without notice, and in addition thereto shall subject the
violator 10 such sanctions which shall be determined by the Rules Enforcement
Committee, including but not limited to:

1. suspension of the privilege (o affix any material to the Bulletin Boards for
a period of three (3) months, and/or :

2. impose a fine as provided for in the By-laws. AM

13. GLASS ENCLOSED BULLETIN BOARDS. The glass Bulietin Board near the
elevalor which is attached to each building is hereby designated for posting thereon of all
Association matters, including but not limited 10 all notices of meetings of the Board of
Administration, annual and special meetings of the unit owners which notices shall contain
all agenda items therefore.

14. ACCESS TO ASSOCIATION RECORDS. The official records of the Association are
open 1o inspection by any unit owmner or his authonzed representative, who may also make or
oblain copies, at the expense of such unit owner in accordance with the following.

A. Inspection and copying shall occur only at the Admimistration Building, during

business days between 10:00 A.M. and 12:00 noon. Records shall not be removed
from such building.
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B. Two written requests monthly from a unit owner during a year to the Secretary of
the Association shall be honored. Such request shall be made to the secretary at least 3
working days prior to the date for inspection, and the purpose of such inspection shall be set
forth in said request, as well as the specific record or records to be inspected.

C. Should the unit owner request the Association to prepare and furnish any officia)
record or document the charge therefore shall be $.25 per page.

D. The Association shall charge $50.00 for a consolidaled “Document Book™
containing a current copy of the Declaration of Condominium. Article of
mncorporation (Charter) of the Association, By-laws, Rules of the Associanon, as well
as a copy of the Question and Answer sheet provided for by 718.504.

Nor
may they distribute, throw or place any commercial or non-commercial circular, handbill,
newspaper, advertising material, notices, or similar publications, on any part of the
Hollybrook property or unit owner’s doors and catwalks with the following exceptions:
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A. Daily newspaper circulaled by a carrier.
B. Campatgn material of any candidate for the Hollybrook Board of Administration.
C. A candidate for any public office.

B. Any Hollybrook recogruzed club or organization as long as it is confined to it’s
members, and or prior 4onors.

19. RESTAURANT.

A. Appropnate attire musl be worn at all times by men and women when using the
Restaurant. The personnel of the Restaurant are directed to deny service to any
patron whom the Board has deemed wmproperly dressed. Residenis are
responsible for their guest’s proper attire. On evenings that variances may apply,
they will be posted at the enfrance to the Restaurant.

B. At dinnertime the following 1s prohibited: Shorts for anyone over the age of
fowrteen (14). No tank tops, tee shirts, cut off shorts or curt off jeans, jogging suits
and non-religious articles of headwear.

20. VOTING RIGHTS OF ASSOCIATION UNITS. From ume fo ftime the
Association may be owners of record of certain apartment units and thereby obtain voting

nghts.
a. The Association will waive all unit owner rights to vote in any election process.
b. In all cases where affirmative voting 1s required, the Board of Administration,
upon a majority of those present and voting, at a Special or Regular Meeting, will

instruct the President to cast one vote for each Association owned unit.

COMMON FACILITIES

The only recognized rejatives that may have a facility reserved for them by a unit owner or
lessee of record, without spectal permmssion of the Executive Board are: brothers, sisters,
children and grandchaldren of unit owner or lessee.

B. Clubs and Organizations,

Hollybrook Clubs or Organizations must be certifled as such and adhere to a 90%
residency membership.

C. Catered Function,
Any gathering, at any time, where our restavrateur serves food is a Catered Function.
Foods that can be brought i by residents and Hollybrook clubs and organizations that are
not considered catered include ONLY, bagels, cake, coffee, soda, pizza and bagel or roll
spread. The serving of Pizza shall be limited to the conference room adjacent to the

restaurant.

Hero’s (grinders) sandwiches, hot dogs, hamburgers, and take out foods are all considered catered foods
that must be served by our restaurateur.

D. Hollybrook Function.
Any party or gathering that has been booked through the office of the President and has
an appointed chairperson of that specific function will have prionity in Facihty

assignment booked through the Calendar Chairperson. No function will be booked at the
same tume as a regular scheduled Board meeting.

E. Hours limiting use.

All facilities must be vacated by 1:00 AM. with the exception of New Years Eve.
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Security will be instructed to terminate any funcrion extending past that time.

CARD ROOMS, No food 15 allowed. All drinks (soda, coffee,
tea and health drinks) must be in covered containers.

FITNESS ROOM. Use of this room 1s solely the responsibility
of the user. No one may utilize the Fitness Room without
filing the necessary authorization form in the Records Office.
Appropriate footwear and proper atfire must be worn. Men
cannot remove any covering to the upper part of their body.
Towels are required for personal use. Equipment must be
wiped clean after use. Treadmill time 1s limited to thirty (30)
nminutes.

LOCKER ROOM., The Locker Room available to residents
only, for an annual rental fee comparable to the Hollybrook
golf lockers. No food may be stored in the Lockers. The
Locker Room cannotl be use as a lunchroom. Personal items
stored outside of the lockers will be discarded daly.
Unauthorized locks will be removed

COMPUTER ROOM. Rules concerning this room will be
added to thuis section as equipment 1s received.

PING PONG ROOM, All individuals must sign i on the
appropnate sheet. Play is limited to one (1) hour.

MEETING ROOMS AND LECTURE ROOMS, The Meeting
Rooms and Lecture Rooms must be reserved through the
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Calendar Chairperson Special needs {equipment and fumiture)
must be booked five (5) days in advance.

CHILDREN, Minors (those under 18 years of age) must be
accompanied and supervised by an adult resident in order to
use any of the facilities 1n the CENTER.

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ARTICLE IX
RULES ENFORCEMENT COMMITTEE PROCEDURE

Anicle IX of the Rules and Regulations is hereby created by adding thereto to the
following subsections and adopting thereby a procedure for the Rules Enforcement Commitiee
concerning the failure of any owner of a unit, its occupant, guest, or lessee to comply with any
provision of the condominium docwmnents or rules of the Association as mandated by Section
61B-23.005 of the Florida Administrative Code:

1. SPECIFIC AUTHORITY
A. Appointed by President of Association.
B. Condominium Act - 718.303
C. Chapter 61B-23.005 Administrative Code
D. Arucle XI By-laws of Association

2. COMPLAINTS-VIOLATIONS
A. WRITTEN. Must be in writing, setting forth specifics, 1.e. a statement of the date,
time, and place, witnesses, violator's acts, etc.

1. Golf cowse violations to be gven to Chairman, golf course ranger
committee, who shall forward such complaint to Rules Enforcement Commuirtee
when appropnate.

2. All other complaints referenced to violations of the Association
Declaration, By-laws, or Rules and Regulations shall be forwarded directly to
the Rules Enforcement Committee.

3. RULES ENFORCEMENT COMMITTEE - RESPONSE TO COMPLAINTS

A.. All Golf course violators, moving vehicle violators, and handicapped parking
violators, shall be entitled for a hearing before Rules Enforcement Committee.

B. NON-MANDATORY HEARING. All other violators shall receive a letter of
reprimand, warrung, or other discretionary proceedings as may be warranted.

C. REVIEW OF COMPLAINT. Violators may request a review of complaint letter
before the committee in an appropnate situation. Such review 1s discretionary with
the committee.
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4. NOTICE TO VIOLATORS.

A. Notice of a Rules Enforcement Comumittee hearing is given by personal delivery
or certiticd mail not less than 14 days before a scheduled bearing. Notice to include:

L. A stalemnent of the date, time, and place of the hearing.

2. A statement of the provision of the Declaration, Association By-Jaws, or
rule allegedly violaled.

3. A short and plain statement of the matters asserted by the Association.

5. RESPONSE BY VIOLATOR.

Heanng may proceed or be adjoumed upon failure of notified violator to appear at
hearing.

6. DETERMINATION OF RULES ENFORCEMENT COMMITTEE AFTER
HEARING

OR DEFAULT IN APPEARANCE BY VIOLATOR

. Abstract of bearing to be maintained by Rules Enforcement Commitiee. Ru)es

Enforcement Committee to prepare iis findings and decision and copy thereof to
be mailed to violator.

. Rules Enforcement Committee may issue a reprimang or cease and desist order.

. Levy a fine not to exceed $100.00 per violation. However, a fine may be levied

on the basis of each day of a continuing violation with a single notice. No such
{ine shall in the aggregate exceed $1,000.

. Take such other action as may be appropriate.

Disrmss the complaint.
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7. NON-PAYMENT OF FINE. Should any unut owner or lessee fail or refuse to pav a fine
imposed by the Rules Enforcement Committee as provided for by Article X1 of the By-laws,
and should such non-payment continue for 30 days from date of imposition of such fine, then
the violator shall be dealt with in the following manor:

A. According to Florida statutes.

B. The remote gate opener(s) of any unit owner who fails or refuses 1o pay any fine
levied by the Rules Enforcement Committee, shall be deactivated until such fine shall
have been paid in full. Nothing herein contained shall prevent or prohibit said unit

owner from gaining access to Hollybrook or to his/her unit.

C. Any other action authorized by the condominium documents. Adopted
12/8/99

8. APPEAL.

A. Decision of Rules Enforcement Committee may be appealed to the Appeals Board
within 10 days of receipt of decision by violator.

B. Appeals Board consists of President, Vice President, and Chainman of [epal
Committee.

C. Rules Enforcement Committee decision shall be held in abeyance pending
determination of the appeal.

D. Appellant may atlend appeal. Complainant need not atlend unless requested to do
so by Appeals Board. No witnesses shall attend.

E. Appeals Board may affirm, modify, or reverse the decision of Rules Enforcement
Committee.

F. Notice of appellate decision shall be mailed to appellant. Adopted 4/12/95,
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
